Historical Note:

Beauford James George, Sr. was born on September 15, 1896, in Oak Grove, Missouri, to
Hiram J. and Anna Maria Edmondson George. In 1920, he graduated from the University of
Missouri-Columbia with a master’s degree in electrical engineering. Through night school at the
Kansas City School of Law, George also completed a law degree in 1924. During this time, he
met his wife, Elizabeth Pope. Until his retirement in 1961, George was an electrical engineer for
the Kansas City Power and Light Co. George died in Kansas City on July 6, 1975.

Outside of professional work, he was involved in many civic, religious, and professional
organizations, including a term as chairman of the Kansas City Human Relations Commission
from 1961-1963. Among these avocational interests, George researched the history of his own
family, Primitive Baptist churches in Jackson County, and the Civil War in Jackson County. He
wrote a three-volume history of the George family and a biography of Captain William H.
Gregg.

Arrangement:

Photographs are arranged by subject.

Scope and Content Note:

The collection includes both original and copy photography, taken during the course of daily life
or collected as part of George’s historical research and publication efforts, dating from circa
1855 through 1970. He obtained or copied a number of photographs from other private
collections. The majority include caption information, especially those used in George’s history
of the George family. Formats include carte de visite, cabinet cards, tintypes, negatives, and
albumen and silver gelatin prints. Geographically, the bulk of the images focus on the Jackson
County, Missouri area. Of particular interest to researchers are group portraits from reunions of
Quantrill’s Raiders, a group of Civil War confederate guerrillas.
